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Abstract

Replication is a popular technique for improving system performance and increasing availability.  Two key issues need to be addressed in the presence of data replicas: (i) updates need to be managed to provide a particular consistency level, and (ii) data freshness needs to be addressed so that replicas do not become increasingly stale.

I will present a set of solutions in the context of transactional workloads that addresses both these issues with scalability in mind.
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
